9 - SET WATER FLOW TIME-OUT (DECK MOUNTED FAUCETS ONLY)

NOTE: There are two available time-out settings; 10
seconds and 30 seconds.

From the factory, the time-out setting is 30 seconds.
You can test the setting by pressing the button and
releasing it. The faucet will run for the set time-out
period before shutting off.

Press the black button in for at least six seconds.
The water flow time-out setting will change from
30 seconds to 10 seconds or from 10 seconds to
30 seconds.

When the LED stays illuminated, release button.
Test faucet by pushing button and release it; and
time water flow until it shuts off to verify 10 or 30
second time out. “Time Out” is maximum run time
during target detection.




10 - TEST FAUCET OPERATION

1. Place hands under faucet. Solenoid valve should
“click,” LED in sensor window should blink once and
water should flow from the spout.

CARE AND CLEANING OF CHROME

DO NOT USE abrasive or chemical cleaners (including
chlorine bleach) to clean faucets that may dull the luster
and attack the chrome or special decorative finishes.
Use ONLY mild soap and water, then wipe dry with clean
cloth or towel.

Do not spray cleaner directly onto faucet, spray into a
clean cloth and wipe down, then wipe with dry towel.
While cleaning the bathroom tile, protect the faucet
from any splattering of cleaner. Acids and cleaning
fluids will discolor or remove chrome plating.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

1. Faucet does not deliver any water when Sensor is
activated.

INDICATOR: Solenoid valve produces an audible “CLICK” &

Red LED does blink.

A.Water supply stop(s) closed. Open water supply
stop(s).

B.Water strainer in control module is clogged. Close
supply stops and remove water inlet line at control
module. Remove, clean and reinstall strainer and
water inlet line. Replace strainer if required.

INDICATOR: Solenoid valve DOES NOT produce an audible

“CLICK” and Red LED sensor does not blink.

A.Sensor LED flashes 2 or more times: Low battery
indicator, replace batteries (or check battery
orientation) and retest.

B.No indicator on sensor

1. Deck Mounted Faucets: Press button on control
box, if water starts running, press again to shut it
off. Adjust sensor range, see section 8. If unit still
does not detect target, replace sensor.

2. Deck Mounted Faucets: If water does not start
running when button is pressed, check power
supply and/or batteries. If power supply is good
and no LED indicator on the sensor, replace
sensor.

3. If a working faucet is next to a non-working
faucet, swap the sensor of working faucet to non-
working module to verify solenoid activation. If
water flows, replace sensor on non-working
faucet. If no water flows, replace module.

2. When hands are removed, the water flow should
stop.

2. Faucet delivers only a slow flow or dribble when Sensor
is activated.
A.Water supply stop(s) are partially closed.
Completely open water supply stop(s).
B.Water strainer in control module is clogged.
Close supply stops and remove water inlet line
at control module. Remove, clean and reinstall
strainer and water inlet line. Replace strainer if
required.
C.Aerator is clogged. Remove, clean, and reinstall
aerator. Replace aerator if required.

3. Faucet does not stop delivering water or continues to
drip after user is no longer detected.
A.Valve is not sealing. Close supply stops and
remove water inlet filter cap, remove filter, clean,
reinstall/replace filter, and replace water inlet filter
cap.

4. The water temperature is too hot or too cold on a Faucet
connected to hot and cold supply lines.
A.Supply Stops are not adjusted properly. Adjust
Supply Stops.
B. If adjustment of the stops does not correct
the issue, then you will need to install either a
mechanical or thermostatic mixer to better control
the temperature of the water.
